“I was also very violent like the late Ojok Awany, one day he beat me and my father also beaten him seriously, and expelled him from home, this forced him to take shelter in the abounded hut. Thus, when I brought him a wife, my friend whom we were in class, he became very happy, since then we have never quarrel till death parted us.
The youngest Anti who look older than the elderly Anti, was equally talkative, she boasts their late brother, how he used to organize the family and the respect among them.
